ÅApplications of Standards 

Training Objectives  
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1. VDF is a uniformed military force under the 

command of the Adjutant General. 

2. VDF members serve in two duty statuses: 

TRAINING and STATE ACTIVE DUTY. VDF 

troops are called to State Active Duty when 

authorized by the Governor and tasked by 

the Joint Operations Center, JFHQ, Virginia 

Department of Military Affairs. 
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3. Minimum satisfactory participation is 10 

training assemblies per year. 

4. The VDF is authorized firearms only at the 

direction of the Governor. 

5. Members on duty are under military 

discipline and will obey lawful orders. 
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6. Customs and courtesies will be rendered 

with respect for individuals and the VDF. 

7. Personal integrity is an absolute 

requirement. We do not tolerate lying, 

quibbling, cheating, or stealing. 

8. The senior line officer, warrant officer, 

noncommissioned officer, or enlisted person 

assigned to a unit is in charge of that unit. 
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
